They then undertook prep-
arations to kill and maim
many police officers. The
Browns and their supporters
began planting improvised
explosive devices, on the
grounds and in the trees on
Property A. They also pur-
chased firearms and prac-
ticed shooting on the proper-
ty. They and many of their
supporters were subsequent-
ly arrested, convicted of a
variety of crimes, and pres-
ently serve lengthy prison
sentences. Other supporters
have come to the property,
ostensibly at the behest of
the Browns, to inventory the
contents of the property and
to regain custody on behalf of
the Browns. The bomb
squads from several state
and federal agencies have
searched portions of the
property that they felt were
the most likely areas for the
Browns 1o have placed explo-
sive devices in. They have re-

moved all the observed ex-
plosive devices. On several
occasions, they have exam-
ined the grassy areas where
explosive devices were found,
and these bomb squads do
not believe that any further
explosive devices remain.
Because of inherent difficul-
ties in searching wooded ter-
rain for explosive devices, it
is not possible to do a thor-
ough search for and have
confidence that any explosive
devices in such portions of
the property have been locat-
ed if any were planted there
by the Browns. The bomb
squads and law enforcement
officials, however, do not be-
lieve that any explosive de-
vices are located in these
portions of the property.
